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Stations of the Cross  
 
Supplies:  
 
printable lesson sheets 
children’s book, “ Stations of the Cross ” by Father Lovasik, S.V.D. 
glue 
scissors 
 
 

Instructions:  
 
Read the book to the children, slowly, thoughtfully  and with feeling.  Tell them that you 
want them to especially pay attention to the words.   When the reading is finished, pass 
out the sheets.  (You could staple them in order in  advance or put them in duo tangs or 
whatever you desire.  Have the children cut apart t he squares on the dotted lines.  They 
will have to match up and glue the word phrases in the squares of the proper station that 
they remember them from.  Do this together, comment ing and reaffirming the main ideas 
from each station as you go through the sheets. 
 
This activity will prepare them for attending the S tations of the Cross service during the 
Lenten season.  This could also stand as a substitu te if your parish does not offer this service 
weekly during Lent.
